All key
event staff including the event
management team have been
trained in the Home Office action
counters terrorism (ACT)
programme in both customer
facing and operational contexts
and this ensures that counter
terrorism practices are included in
the event. Business continuity
plans are in place that details
reporting structure for large
emergency events including the
potential of terrorist threat. The
Event coordinator is designated
silver command with gold sitting
in the vice chancellors office and
bronze in the security team. A
communications contingency plan
is also in place. Response to any
large emergency event will be
coordinated by this team and
through this machanism
emergency services will be
actioned as necessary including
police counter terrorist responses.
