FE HW 'Send Her Victorious, Happy and Glorious: looking forward to the 2020 Olympic Games, by looking
back at Elizabeth Il role in promoting the Olympic Movement'

There have been high profile ways in which politicians and heads of state have used the Olympic
Games for propaganda purposes during the last 125 years, perhaps the longest running and most
overlooked use of Olympism has been the way in which Elizabeth Il has used the games to promote
the House of Windsor and her own role as head of state, in a way that makes her a relatable figure.

The Queen has embraced Olympic spectacle in ways that no monarch before had, little wonder
then, this presentation argues, that it was her daughter, the Princess Royal who became the first of
this family to become an Olympic competitor and a member of the 10C, or that her granddaughter
Zara Tindall, would also follow suit. It is perhaps also not surprising that the Olympic Games provide the monarchy with
the opportunity for moments of national communion and as such, a rich vein of connection with the viewing public.

Jean Williams has written extensively on the history of the Olympic Games, and on the history and culture of sport.
Jean’s monograph on Britain’s Women Olympians, called Send Her Victorious is due for completion in the next year.

Lotika Singha, ‘Work, Labour and Cleaning: The Social Contexts of Outsourcing Housework’ Bristol
University Press, 2019)

Abstract: Cleaning lies at the heart of the social inequalities that underpin responsibilities for care
work in both domestic and public spaces. This analytical approach starts from a particular varifocal diasporic location
that takes into account similarities and differences between and within two social contexts in the UK and India. The book
shows how contemporary classed and casteised understandings of work shape experiences of paid domestic cleaning as
either work (using mental and manual skills) or as labour (usually defined as unskilled, ‘natural’ women’s work).

A reading and brief talk about the wider implications of this novel approach to work will be followed by a Q&A session.

About the Author: Dr Lotika Singha has recently joined the Faculty of Arts as an Honorary Research Fellow. Her research
interests centre on social inequalities in everyday life and cross-cultural theories across various population groups.

The Researcher Development Statement (RDS) sets out the knowledge, behaviours and attributes of effective and highly
skilled researchers appropriate for a wide range of careers. The RDS is for policy makers and research organisations
which provide personal, professional and career development for researchers in higher education. The Researcher
Development Statement is derived from the Researcher Development Framework (RDF), a major new approach to
researcher development, which aims to enhance our capacity to build the UK workforce, develop world-class

researchers and build our research base.
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The University of Wolverhampton subscribes to the Vitae Research Development Framework. The RDF is structured in
four domains encompassing the knowledge, intellectual abilities, techniques and professional standards to do research,
as well as the personal qualities, knowledge and skills to work with others and ensure the wider impact of research.
Within each of the domains are three sub-domains and associated descriptors, which describe different aspects of being

a researcher.
